Whangarei Hospital Redevelopment

Stage l1a — ‘Tumanako’ the new mental health
inpatient unit

With only four weeks of the contractual programme
remaining, the construction site has seen a hive of activity
and progress continues at a great pace.

Since the last newsletter:

- Allinternal walls of the building have been lined.
General Adult Wards A, B and Elderly have been
painted (including the brightly coloured feature walls!)
Wiring and plates fit off (second fix wiring) to the walls is
now underway in these areas.

Water and power main connections are up and running.

Landscaping has commenced in the courtyards - the
central courtyard has been planted and the shade sail
installed.

Major fence framing is largely complete.

Footpath concrete work continues to courtyards.
Weekly site meetings, health and safety meetings and
toolbox talks continue.

Upcoming milestones:
More planting and landscaping.
Finishing works to inside of building will continue.

Over the next few weeks there will be plethora of tradesmen,
machinery and construction vehicles on site ensuring
maximum productivity in order to complete the contract on
time. This will be an exciting time as we watch the whole
project draw closer to completion.
